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1. Your approach and methods should fit the people you are trying to reach

2. If a preacher could not sense that others are offended by his conversation, neither could he know the best timing of approaching prospects with the gospel.

3. In training for evangelism, we must train our bible students with all types of evangelism methods such as street preaching, house to house, friendly evangelism, etc.,  but in actual missionary work, he must only use what is applicable to the people he is trying to reach.  

4. If a preacher is boldly preaching in the street, and no one seems to give attention to him,    it may be a good training for courage and boldness.  Who knows a  passer by will be convicted and be saved.  However, he can try also other methods where he can find more people to respond.  Do whatever ability God has given you and where you will find yourself effective in that area. 

5. What can I do?  If I knock at their doors, they do not entertain strangers. If I conduct film showing, no one will attend.  If I smile at them, I do not have opportunity to talk and some do not respond.  How can I apply friendly evangelism if it is hard to win a friend?  I think the best way is try involvement in sports.  

6. Use whatever you have as a means or a bridge in soul winning.  

7. God has given various talents and calls men to preach the gospel in differet methods and strategies according to their god-given abilities.  Don't keep using a method if that is not effective to the people you are trying to reach. Don't keep on using an approach when it is not effective to the people you are trying to reach.  Change your approach or strategies.  

8. Evaluate your evangelistic method if it is effective or it is scaring and driving people away.  The methods varies depending on the place – rural or urban, custom, culture or attitude of the people you are trying to reach. 

9. If you want to catch a fish, and you are so loud and noisy and the fishes will notice that you are going to catch them, then they will go away from you.  If you have not establish a friendship yet and the prospects will think you are going to convert them, they will avoid you.

10. People will listen if they are your friend.

11. It is hard to reach people if you are not on the same level. 

12. It is hard to make friends with your neighbors if they have a different routine such as work, house and friends and you have a different routine such as house and church. 

13.  It is hard to win friends without common activities with them where you could meet. 

14. Sports evangelism is not an alternative to the preaching of the gospel.  Souls can only be saved by the preaching of the gospel.  Sports gives a common activity to establish friendships with prospects that will lead to opportunities of living and preaching the gospel.

15. Without common activites for soul winner and prospects to always see each other, there is less  opportunity to be a living testimony and less opportunity to share the gospel.    

16. If you want to reach them, live in the community where they live and befriend them.

17. Friendly evangelism is hard to apply to strangers if we cannot get their interest. Always start with an interesting topic. 

18. Each person has a circle of friends.  If you strive to reach people who have greater influence, they also have circle of friends who are influential.
