 FAITH INVOLVES REPENTANCE, ACCEPTANCE, AND COMPLETE RELIANCE ON JESUS.

· Admit that you are a sinner (Psalm 51:3).
· Repent of your sins (Luke 13:3).
· Accept the fact that you can't save yourself (Titus 3:5).

· Trust in Him as your Lord and Saviour (John 6:47).
· Receive Him as your Lord and Saviour (John 1:12; Revelation 3:20).
